Fully support the vital ongoing missions of the Army and Air Guard
in Irag and Afghanistan and in the areas of homeland defense,
disaster assistance and relief efforts.
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Fully fund the Guard’s equipment needs.

Request DoD to consult with Congress and the chief executive
officers of the states on any proposed changes to Guard force
structure.

Request DoD to prepare budget projections that detail and bal-
ance the cost savings from any changes in Guard force structure
with the projected costs of large personnel increases that may be
needed to respond to a future national emergency.

Request DoD assure Congress and the governors that potential
changes in Guard force structure will not impact the safety and
security of U.S. citizens.

Authorize up to five general officers for the National Guard Bureau
(NGB) (joint), and for each of the subordinate directorates (five
Army and five Air) from internal NGB authorized totals. These offi-
cers would count toward the total authorized general officers for
the Guard and serve in an AGR status but not count toward the
active-component general officer authorizations or come out of

Authorize and fund 15 additional general officer billets for the
Army and Air active component as well as the Army and Air Guard.

Maintain the president’s continuing appropriation to fully fund and
sustain each civil support team (CST).

Maintain the president’s budget for continuing sufficient CST pro-
gram funding to maintain mission readiness.

Accelerate the Guard military construction programs to a level that
will fund all new mission requirements and provide a minimum
sufficient balance to apply against the current mission backlog in
the Army and Air Guard.

Resource long-term funding requirements.

Retain the Joint Cargo Aircraft program as a joint program and
continue the necessary funding to support authorized procure-
ment levels.

Reverse budget cuts from the fiscal years (FY) 2009 mark and
restore funding in the FY10 mark.

Support the full DoD allocation of operational missions to the
Guard.

Provide necessary funding for bus stretcher conversion kits for the
retrofitting of buses.

Authorize and appropriate funding for the procurement and field-
ing of all-terrain, ultra-light tactical vehicles (less than 1,700
pounds) for combat support and combat service support.

Increase the Guard counterdrug program average end strength to
a minimum of 2,763 authorizations in accordance with
Presidential Budget Decision 095, dated Dec. 11, 2001, and
move towards the congressionally approved maximum authoriza-
tion of 4,000 Guardsmen.

Fund the FY10 National Guard State Plans Presidential Budget
now and in the future to maintain the required end strength for the
Guard counterdrug program.

Authorize and appropriate funding in excess of the president’s
budget proposal to meet the DoD-validated requirements for each
of the five Guard counterdrug schools.

B Issue a policy statement calling for the administration to fully fund
the Guard counterdrug schools.

B Institute a funding mandate to allow for priority use of qualified
military buglers in a retired status (QMBIRS) at funeral honors
when a currently serving bugler is not available.

B Authorize adjutants general to extend tech officers solely for the
officer's benefit beyond their minimum retired date and mandato-
ry date of separation to age 57 or until eligible for an immediate
unreduced civil service annuity or an immediate full basic supple-
ment annuity, whichever is earliest.

B Amend Title 10 to provide that an active-component Army or Air
Force officer may not be promoted to brigadier general unless he
or she has had an assignment of at least one year involving the
administration of the Guard or Reserves.

B Enact legislation that would allow active-component officers to
gain credit in accordance with Goldwater/Nichols Act through an
assignment through the Guard or Reserve.

Homeland Security

Increased responsibilities abroad in the war on terror have not reduced
the Guard’s role or responsibilities to secure the homeland. In fact, con-
tinuing threats have increased the Guard’s needs to have expanded
capabilities as the military first responder in the event of terrorist attack
on U.S. soil.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

B Authorize and fund the procurement of Joint Service Lightweight
Integrated Suit Technology and Joint Protective Aircrew Ensemble
chemical and biological individual protective suits in order to suf-
ficiently provide all units the ability to train regularly with this
essential operational equipment; to provide the requisite numbers
of protective suits per soldier; and to ensure storage at home sta-
tion of all the equipment needed to permit immediate and effec-
tive deployment in response to a major weapons of mass destruc-
tion (WMD) attack.

B Request DoD fully consider the Guard’s role in performing its
homeland defense missions and state missions as defined by the



governors of the states when developing its force restructuring
plan.

Authorize and fund the procurement of a medical information
management system with self-contained wireless capability that
can provide medical support to homeland response operations.

Authorize and fund the procurement of Reactive Skin
Decontaminant Lotion supplies for skin decontamination in the
event of a WMD attack.

Authorize and fund the procurement of training lotion to be used
during exercises and drills.

Authorize and fund the procurement of Net Centric Emergency
Notification Systems, and to provide funding to enable the adju-
tants general and the NGB joint staff to better respond to the
needs of the governors and president.

Authorize and fund the procurement of advanced portable illumi-
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nation systems.

Authorize and fund the procurement of the Military Access Control
System to provide the best security access system.

Authorize and fund the procurement of Guard robotic platforms to
enhance the homeland and emergency response and training for
CST missions.

Increase FY09 funding to support a full fielding of extended cold-
weather clothing systems outerwear, footwear, sleep systems and
gloves for the National Guard.

Authorize and fund the procurement of environmentally friendly
and operationally effective alternate back-up power supplies, to
provide state operations centers with uninterrupted power for
continuous operations.

Authorize and fund the procurement of a purpose-designed,
portable, manual sandbag filling tool to supply current Guard
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Members of the Tennessee National Guard’s 45th Civil Support Team sample the site of a simulated collapsed building during a 2008 exercise.
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operational needs overseas and within the United States.

Authorize and fund the procurement of contingency stock that
could quickly be distributed to states during floods and other nat-
ural disasters.

Authorize and fund the procurement of cooling vests as part of the
CSTs and Chemical Biological Radiological Nuclear Explosives
Enhanced Response Force Package units.

Procure cooling vests for every soldier.

Increase Army Guard operations and maintenance, land-forces
readiness support to purchase PAPR Kits with hydration to support
the Guard reaction force.

Authorize and fund the procurement of
standardized modular mobile shelters,
enhanced equipment and communications
systems.

Authorize and fund the procurement of
medium-range communications suites
that are completely interoperable with
civilian authorities, with base station and
repeater capability.

Authorize and fund the procurement of
facility support equipment to include generators, trailers and
water heaters.

Authorize and fund the procurement of a rapid deployable power,
network, telecommunication and video cable system providing
audio/visual capability.

Authorize and fund the procurement of weapons storage facilities.

Authorize and fund the procurement of mission-oriented protec-
tive posture gear with dry storage.

Authorize and fund the procurement of personnel protective
equipment, such as the Chemical Biological Radiological Nuclear
Lightweight Overboot and Chemical Biological Molded Glove, for
all Guard personnel in the event of a WMD attack.

Retirees/Veterans

Positive retiree and veteran rewards and benefits are among the most
powerful tools the Army and Air Guard have to recruit and retain per-
sonnel. In addition, Congress and the federal government must realize
that war on terrorism has created a surge in Guardsmen eligible for and
in need of veterans’ services at a level not seen since the end of World
War ll.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

Enact legislation that would authorize the concurrent receipt of
longevity military retirement pay and disability compensation,
without regard to a specific VA disability rating threshold.

| Allow service under Title 32 to
be creditable in the same manner as that
of service under Title 10 in buying back
civil-service retirement.

Provide eligibility to retired Guardsmen for federal retired annual
payments to gain residency in state veterans' homes and limit
their required payment to no more than 50 percent of the allowed
VA rates.



Provide equal burial rights and veteran status for Guardsmen and
Reservists who have successfully completed their military service
obligation.

Increase the burial plot allowance to $1,000.

Enact legislation to ensure Guardsmen and Reservists shall reach
paid-up Survivor Benefit Plan (SBP) status upon the payment of
premiums for 30 years or the death of the service member,
whichever occurs first.

GUARD RESOLUTIONS

The Army National Guard (ARNG) has changed dramatically since Sept.
11, 2001, the date that altered what America needs from its citizen-
soldiers in the 21st century.

Today, the ARNG is an integral part of the Army’s daily operations
worldwide and the “go-to” service on U.S. soil whenever and wherever
the nation requires trained and ready forces and equipment to augment
local, state or federal authorities.

Unfortunately, the Army Guard has only about 60 percent of its required
vehicles, helicopters and other equipment at home. This is actually an
improvement over just last year. But equipment shortages persist, hin-
dering the ARNG’s ability to train for war. Just as important, the situa-
tion reduces the force’s readiness to respond to a no-notice natural
disaster or terrorist incident.

The problem did not manifest overnight, and improvement will not con-
tinue without sustained action. Congress must provide resources to fill
the Army Guard’s still ever-growing list of needs. Only then will the
ARNG be fully ready the next time the nation calls.

Aviation Modernization

Moving personnel, equipment and supplies quickly and safely around
the battlefield or to the site of an emergency response is essential. This
makes modern aviation critical to the Army Guard. Unfortunately, avia-
tion shortfalls require ARNG units deploying overseas to borrow assets
from others. This so-called cross-leveling of equipment weakens
domestic response capabilities.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Full funding of the UH-60 Black Hawk helicopter line to accelerate

fielding of UH-60Ms to the ARNG and to cascade UH-60L aircraft
from active-component Army formations. Fiscal 2010 funding
should cover a minimum of 10 UH-60Ms for the ARNG.

Full funding of the UH-60A-to-L upgrade program to ensure ARNG
aircraft will all be UH-60L or “M” models and remain relevant for
combat, state and homeland defense operations. Fiscal 2010
funding should cover a minimum of 50 UH-60A upgrades.

Full funding to purchase six CH-47F Chinook helicopters (inset,
above) for the ARNG in fiscal 2010. This increase above the Army
procurement schedule will fully resource the documented require-
ment of the CH-47F in all ARNG cargo helicopter units, thus
ensuring their relevance to support all dual operations.

Funding the accelerated fielding of the UH-72A Lakota helicopter
to the ARNG. This will allow retirement of the aging UH-1H and
OH-58 fleets and ensure that security and support battalions have
aircraft to meet their mission requirements.

Fully funding the conversion of all ARNG AH-64A Apache attack
helicopters to the AH-64D Longbow configuration to ensure that
ARNG battalions remain relevant for combat operations.

Fully funding a replacement helicopter for the aging OH-58D
Kiowa fleet in the ARNG and fill designated ARNG attack forma-

tions and attack battalions with their full complement of aircraft.

Fully funding the documented requirement for aircraft in all ANG
fixed-wing aviation units.

Procuring crashworthy, ballistically tolerant auxiliary fuel systems.



B Funding an aircraft to replace the aging C-12 and C-26 aircraft.

B Funding the upgrade of all UH-60 and AH-64 aircraft with the
improved Electronic Digital Engine Control Unit at a rate of 100
aircraft per year.

B Funding the mission equipment package for the UH-72.

B Funding the ARNG state requirement for the CH-47's advanced
cargo handling system.

Combat Maneuver Force

Modernization and Sustainment

The Army’s mounted force must dominate the maneuver battlefield
with minimum loss of life and materiel. The active component has full
digitization embedded into its systems or added to its systems by way
of appliqué subsystems. While the active-component mounted force
modernization continues, programs designed to modernize and sustain
ARNG mounted forces have been either cancelled or remain under-
funded.

Unequal fielding of modernized systems between the active component
and the Army Guard mounted forces creates a disparity within the Total
Force and prevents a seamless force from operating on a digitized bat-
tlefield. It also discourages many highly experienced combat veterans
from remaining in the ARNG.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Fielding 100 percent of the requirements of all combat vehicles
directly to the seven heavy brigade combat teams (HBCTs) and
three combined arms battalions of the ARNG heavy force under
the “Total Package Fielding” concept no later than 2012,

B Fielding Future Combat Systems (FCS) Spin Out (SO) systems and
technology to the ARNG staring in Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 concur-
rent with fielding FCS SO to the active component.

B Resetting all M1 tanks assigned to the ARNG heavy force to the
M1A1 Abrams Integrated Management-Situational Awareness
(AIM-SA) or M1A2 System Enhancement Program (SEP) configu-
rations. Reset needs to be completed no later than fiscal 2010.

B Recapitalizing all M2 and M3 Bradley Fighting Vehicles (BFVs) to
the M2/M3/M7-Operation Desert Storm-Situational Awareness
(ODS-SA) variant.

B Recapitalizing all M88A1 tracked recovery vehicles to the M88A2
Hercules variant.
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B Organizing a second Stryker brigade combat team in the ARNG in
order to expand the full spectrum capability of the force.

B Providing adequate training devices (one per company) for the
M1A2 SEP tank and M2A3 BFV when they are fielded to the ARNG
starting in FY 2010.

B [ssuing all combat vehicles directly to the owning unit so soldiers
can train on the equipment they will take to war. Allocation of
ARNG equipment to a Combat Maneuver Training Genter should
not be counted as equipment assigned to the ARNG, as it is
shared and not available to the force.

Command, Control, Communications,
Computers and Intelligence

Technological advances, particularly in light of the ongoing war on ter-
ror, require adaptability to automation and computing changes across
the force. The most up-to-date information and technology is crucial if
the ARNG is to maintain its role overseas while addressing domestic
concerns. The ARNG has often remained on the sidelines while C4l
modernization proceeds in the active-component Army, but C4l
advanced technologies will enhance ARNG capabilities.

NGAUS urges Congress to support procurement of:

B Warfighter Information Network-Tactical (WIN-T) to complete
ARNG fielding.

M Homeland Security Package for additional Joint Incident Site
Communications Capability (JISCC) packages, Full Motion Video
(FMV) downlink capability for the ARNG to provide real-time situ-
ational awareness to state and local leaders during an incident.

B Secret Internet Protocol Router Network (SIPRNet) to battalion
infrastructure.

B Standard IT Package (review, validate and integrate into MTOE
documentation).

M Sensitive Compartmentalized Information Facilities (SCIFs)—fund-
ing for construction and start-up operations of SCIFs in each state
and territory.

B FEight ARNG space support team (ARSST) equipment sets and one
commercial exploitation team equipment set. This equipment is
highly specialized hardware and software identical to the ARSST
and CET equipment sets found in the active-component Army’s
1st Space Battalion.
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B Selective Availability Anti-Spoofing Module (SAASM) for compatible
Single Channel Ground and Airborne Radio Systems (SINCGARS) to
ensure 100 percent global positioning system capability.

Fire Support/Field Artillery Battle Operating

The ARNG comprises a significant portion of the Army’s field artillery
force. With the Army Guard’s mobilization vital to the success of Army
mission accomplishment, simultaneous equipment programming and

fielding with the active component is crucial.

Combat Engineer Force Modernization

Engineer units not only provide mobility and countermobility support to
combat units in battle, they also build roads, schools, and various other
facilities in peacetime and have become critical to their local commu-
nities during disasters.

NGAUS urges Congress
to support procurement of:

Infantry Brigade Combat Team
Modernization

The Army continues to transform and modernize ground combat forces
to meet emerging battlefield requirements. An essential element of the
maneuver force is the infantry brigade combat team (IBCT). The ARNG
possesses the majority of the Army IBCT force. Consequently, maintain-
ing a constant and sustainable IBCT path of interest to the Army Guard.
ARNG IBCTs require the same level of modernization as those in the
active component.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

B Add report language to the defense authorization bill to encourage
the Army to modernize the ANG IBCTs concurrently with the active
component to include procurement of the Ground Soldier System,
FGS, the Improved Target Acquisition System and the Javelin sys-
tems.

Increasing the Combat Power of the
Armored Reconnaissance Squadron

Recent After-Action Reviews from Operation Iragi Freedom and a study
by the Army’s Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) revealed
flaws in the armored reconnaissance squadrons (ARSs) that are part of
each HBCT.

The ARS was intended for long-range reconnaissance. It has limited
combat power and dismounted reconnaissance capabilities. During
recent combat operations, the squadrons have been utilized in econo-
my-of-force, security and close-in reconnaissance missions. Limited
combat power and a shortage of overall manpower have reduced their
effectiveness.

TRADOC recommends replacing each unit's Long Range Advance
Scout (LRAS) vehicles (a modified HMMWV) with the M3 Cavalry
Fighting Vehicles and crews in addition to two M1 Abrams tank pla-
toons to each reconnaissance troop. This significantly increases the
combat power of the ARS and provides the capability for every scout
section to dismount two teams when required.



This also requires an increase in HEMTT trucks in the squadron for
combat service support. These vehicles also have great utility for mis-
sions. This action requires an increase of 225 soldiers in each of the
ARNG’s ARSs to staff the additional equipment.

NGAUS urges the Department of the Army to:

B Approve and fund the TRADOC recommendation to modify the
ARS MTOE, removing the LRAS vehicles and replacing them with
CFVs and crews, and add two M1 tank platoons to each recon
troop for all eight of the ARSs in the ARNG.

B Provide 27 M1A1 AIM—-SA tanks to each of the eight ARSs in the
ARNG. This would total an additional 216 tanks.

M Provide an increase of 18 M3A2 ODS-SA CFVs to each of the
eight ARSs in the ARNG, for a total of 144 CFV.

B Provide an increase of four M88A2 Hercules recovery vehicles to
each of the eight ARSs in the ARNG, a total of 32 M88A2s.
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Equipment For Units
Returning From Overseas

Many units returning from combat operations leave their equipment
behind for follow-on units. The returned units will have only one-third
of the equipment necessary with which to train after demobilization,
creating a readiness issue for those units while detracting from their
ability to perform missions at home.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

M Fund replacement equipment for units returning from overseas
without their organic capabilities to allow those units to continue
training and support domestic missions.

Civil Support Team Training

The civil support teams (CST) were established to provide support to
civil authorities in the event of an incident involving a weapon of mass
destruction. These Guard teams provide DoD’s unique expertise and
capabilities to assist state governors in preparing for, and responding

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to, chemical, biological, radiological or nuclear incidents as part of a
state’s emergency response structure.

Each team consists of 22 highly-skilled, full-time Guardsmen who are
federally resourced, trained and exercised, and who employ federally
approved response doctrine. The CST’s mission includes identifying
agents and substances, assessing current and projected conse-
quences, advising on response measures, and assisting with requests
for additional military support.

To sustain and improve the high-level of initial training required for the
CSTs, a comprehensive recurrent training program must focus on indi-
vidual and collective training with special emphasis on interagency
operations and battle-staff skills.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

M Funds to field the Civil Support Team
Trainer (CSTT) program, simulation-
based training programs for the CSTs
and to expand the scenario database.

Fulltime Manning

The ARNG authorized 71 percent of its Army-
validated requirement for full-time manning.
The resulting shortfall hinders the daily oper-
ation of units, especially those preparing to
go to war, forcing additional duty on part-time personnel at the expense
of families and civilian employers. The above figure is also far less than
the other reserve components.

NGAUS and the Enlisted Association of the National Guard of the United
States worked with Congress to enact an ARNG full-time manning
ramp to 71 percent over a 10-year period (by 2012), but the increase
in manning has not kept pace with rise in operations tempo. As a resullt,
NGAUS sought the 71 percent for FY 2009

In addition, the Army’s last comprehensive study of ARNG fulltime man-
ning requirements was conducted prior to the Sept. 11 terrorist
attacks. Reassessing the current requirement today would certainly
yield a much larger requirement.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

B Require that the ARNG reach the 100 percent fulltime manning
level by 2010. This increase will help unit readiness.

B Require a study of ARNG manning requirements.

Deployable Digital Training Campus

The TRADOC Deployed Digital Training Campus (DDTC) is a flexible,
satellite-based, mobile training system designed to meet training
requirements anywhere around the globe. It can be transported in the
cargo area of a four-door HMMWV and erected in less than 60 minutes
by two soldiers and provide up to 20 troops with access to the Army’s
latest computer-based training system.

Seamlessly integrated with other distributed learning system (DLS)
resources, a DDTC can deliver a wide range of Web-based resources,
including connections to approximately 275 digital training facilities at
approximately 115 locations worldwide.

But DDTC provides benefits beyond online courses and live, instructor-
lead classes delivered from remote locations. Because it is a satellite-
based system requiring no local infrastructure, it can be employed as
an information system in support of disaster
relief efforts. TRADOC plans are to field one
DDTC to every active-component brigade.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

B Authorize and appropriate funding to
field one DDTC to each state Joint Force
Headquarters and one to each ARNG
brigade.

Fair Compensation for Completing
Distance Learning Requirements

The Army has embraced distance learning. The new Non-
Commissioned Officer Education System (NCOES) will require soldiers
to complete several distance-learning assignments as a prerequisite to
attend NCOES courses and be promoted.

For example, each soldier will have to take 80 hours of distance learn-
ing to attend the Warrior Leader Course, which will be needed for pro-
motion to staff sergeant (E-6). The proposed replacement courses for
Basic and Advanced NCOES also require extensive distance learning
coursework. Officer education also includes significant distance learn-
ing. Enroliment in the Captain’s Career Course, for example, requires
64 hours of common core coursework prior to attending any branch-
specific courses.

Distance learning is not only required to meet soldiers’ promotion and
education needs, it is a significant contributor to ongoing training.
Additional online training required of all soldiers now includes, but is
not limited to, safety, composite risk management and ethics.



Asking units to set aside precious drill time for soldiers to complete dis-
tance learning is not feasible. Growing individual, collective and premo-
bilization training requirements consume almost every available
minute. To meet the Warrior Leader Course’s distance-learning prereg-
uisite, a soldier would have to be released from 20 drill periods. This is
far too much time for a soldier to be absent from unit training.

Inaddition, most units do not have the information technology
resources to support distance learning for more than a few soldiers at
a time. It also appears unlikely that units will soon receive such tech-
nology. Most importantly, most soldiers do not join the ARNG to sit in
front of a computer doing online classes. They want to train in the field
with their equipment under the most realistic conditions possible.

Most states do not have the training funds available to place soldiers
on active duty for distance learning. Asking soldiers to leave their
homes to travel to school to complete distance-learning requirements
prior to attending a school will also impose additional strains on them,
their families and their civilian employers.
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NGAUS urges Congress to:

B Mandate that soldiers receive one day’s pay as compensation for
every eight hours of completed distance-learning coursework.

B Ensure that the Army budget provides full funding to compensate
soldiers for completion of distance-learning requirements.

Issuing Rapid Fielding Initiative Equipment
to Non-Brigade Combat Team Units Training
for Deployment

Non-BCT units training for overseas deployments do not receive Rapid
Fielding Initiative (RFI) equipment until they arrive at their mobilization
station. This means that many ARNG soldiers do not receive the
advanced combat helmets, individual body armor and other RFI protec-
tive equipment to properly train in the 37 warrior tasks and 11 battle
drills required by current premobilization doctrine.

The problem is a lack of funding and the industrial base to provide ade-

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quate sets of modern equipment. Affected soldiers have the same pre-
deployment training requirements, encounter many of the same threats
overseas but are not provided same training opportunities as members
of BCTs.

Soldiers need to have their body armor properly fitted and issued to
them to train in order to meet the Army doctrine, “Train as you Fight.”
In today’s current operations, all soldiers, including ARNG soldiers,
should be issued RFI as normal issue, rather than wait upon mobiliza-
tion alert.

NGAUS urges the Department of the Army to:

B Provide funding and additional contracts so all ARNG soldiers have

Eliminating the Prohibition on Simultaneous
Membership in ROTC and Receiving the
Montgomery Gl Bill for Selective Reserve
Benefits When Awarded a Dedicated ARNG
ROTC Scholarship

The Reserve Officers Training Corps (ROTC) is the ARNG’s No. 1 com-
missioning source; however, with the Army Guard short more than
4,000 company-grade officers, ROTC is still not reaching its full poten-
tial as a source of ARNG second lieutenants. Scholarship rules that dis-
courage, rather than encourage, Guard service are part of the problem.

There are two types of scholarships available to Guardsmen participat-
ing in the Simultaneous Membership Program (SMP) as ROTC cadets:
the Dedicated Army National Guard (DedARNG) scholarship and the
Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty Scholarship (GRFD). Currently, only
43 percent of college seniors in the ARNG SMP program receive schol-
arship benefits. The Army Cadet Command’s goal is 80 percent.

GRFD covers either tuition or room and board. It is available for a max-
imum of two years beginning in the junior year and may be combined
with the Selective Reserve Gl Bill. DedARNG funds either tuition or room
and board for up to three years. By law, the Army is required to award
at least 100 DedARNG ROTC scholarships annually. But in sharp con-
trast to GRFD scholarships, the law forbids an ARNG cadet with a
DedARNG scholarship from receiving Selective Reserve Gl Bill benefits.
In addition, a DedARNG scholarship may not be converted to a GRFD.

Many sophomore SMP cadets elect to forgo DedARNG scholarships to
receive the Montgomery Gl Bill for Selected Reserve (MGIB-SR). These
Guardsmen are an attrition risk for completing both college and Army
ROTC. Further, Army Guard recruiters are less able to use DedARNG
scholarships as a tool to assist the Army Cadet Command in increas-
ing the enroliment of ARNG SMP cadets.

By removing the prohibition against DedARNG Scholarship cadets
receiving Gl Bill benefits, the ARNG would be better able to retain a
large population of SMP cadets, meet the 80 percent scholarship goal
and further mitigate its serious company-grade officer shortfall. It also
would remove the treatment disparity between otherwise equal college
juniors with different ROTC scholarships.

NGAUS urges Congress to:

B Pass statutory changes to Title 10 that permit SMP Cadets with
DedARNG ROTC scholarships to receive their benefits under the



Montgomery Gl Bill for Selective Reserve.

Modernization of BCT Weapons
Storage Solutions

The ongoing transformation of ARNG BCTs has resulted in increased
manning and many additional weapons. This has created a need for
larger armories or more-efficient weapons storage facilities. There are
weapons storage solutions that will store 40 to 45 shoulder-held
weapons in the same space as the current racks that store 10 M-16s
or M-4s. They can also store crew-served and 9mm weapons. This
results in over a 4-for-1 savings in space allowing a brigade’s worth of
weapons to be stored in a battalion-level Armory and negating the need
for a larger Armory. The cabinets also cost less than the four weapons
racks they would replace.
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NGAUS urges the Department of the Army
to provide:

ARNG BCTs with weapons storage solutions that are capable of
storing the brigade’s full complement of assigned weapons, 8 M-
16s or 9 M-4s per drawer or cabinet, while meeting Army regula-
tions for weapons storage and are fully deployable in the Army-
assigned shipping containers.

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AIR NATIONAL
GUARD RESOLUTIONS

Whether fighting overseas, protecting the homeland or responding to
natural disasters, the Air National Guard (ANG) proves its worth every
day. This, however, is only part of its value to America. With its versa-
tile personnel and barebones facilities, the ANG also is a model for
force efficiency and cost effectiveness.

But while the Air Guard is not stretched as thin as other components,
the continuing high operations tempo is rapidly aging an already old
aircraft fleet. Now is the time to invest in system upgrades and put new
aircraft and missions into the nation’s most experienced and innovative
flying service.

With these objectives in mind, NGAUS supports the following resolu-
tions to ensure ANG forces remain ready, reliable and relevant to mis-
sions of the 21st century.

Future of the Air Guard

The 2005 Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) rulings coupled with
the Air Force’s Total Force Initiative (TFI) are dramatically changing the
Air Guard force structure and culture. This has ANG leaders concerned
about missioning, manning and training. NGAUS members echoed the
same sentiments in a series of over-arching resolutions intended to
guide policy makers in decisions about resetting the Air Guard.

NGAUS urges the National Guard Bureau (NGB), the Air Force, the
Defense Department and Congress work collectively to develop a TF
strategy with the following principles in mind:

B The militia-based concept connects the Air Force to communities
nationwide and provides agile and quick responses to dispersed

threats.

B The ANG generates cost efficiencies, capabilities and community
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support when included as an integral part of the Air Force.

B A baseline force for homeland defense that includes civil engi-
neering, medical, security forces and air sovereignty/air defense is
in the best interests of the United States.

B Continuing dialogue among the Air Force, the ANG, NGB, NGAUS
and the adjutants general to effectively plan for evolving threats
and new missions is in the best interests of the United States.

B All parties must participate in defining the ANG’s role through the
Quadrennial Defense Review, the continuing TFI process and con-
tinuing threat analysis.

B The ANG must be a full partner with the Air Force in new and
emerging mission areas.

B The ANG must be properly represented in the Office of the
Secretary of Defense and the Department of the Air Force corpo-
rate decision-making processes, particularly in the studies and
actions that directly impact ANG missions, resourcing and fund-

ing.
Fighter Force Structure

Plans call for the ANG is to lose much of its fighter fleet between 2010
and 2020. This rapid drawdown will leave the United States at risk,
while relegating the Air Guard to missions that are less compatible with
its traditional roles and require a larger fulltime force structure.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Maintaining the current more experienced and more affordable
ANG fighter force structure and convert it to new next-generation



fighters at the earliest opportunity.

B Calling on the ANG and the Air Force to increase the number of
fighter active associate relationships to fully leverage ANG experi-
ence and efficiencies.

Fighter Modernization
F-16 Fighting Falcon

Much of the ANG fighter force is equipped with the F-16 Fighting
Falcon (inset, opposite page). While new weapons systems are on the
way, the Air Force will continue to rely on F-16 units. Continued reliance
on this system requires a commitment on the part of the Air Force to
upgrade and modernize the F-16.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Procuring the Commercial Fire Control Computer for improved
processing and bandwidth capability.

B Outfitting ANG F-16s with helmet-mounted cueing systems for
day/night situational awareness, sensor cueing and air/ground
weapons employment.

B Added funding for advanced targeting pods, fourth-generation
modifications and video data link.

W Procuring digital radar-warning receivers to improve threat detec-
tion, location with precision accuracy and self-protection.

B Acquiring ARC-210 radios and secure-line-of-sight/beyond-line-
of-sight communications capabilities for data transfer, advanced
datalink and integration with ground forces and homeland
defense agencies.

W Securing additional F-100-PW-229 engines for Block 42 aircraft
to increase combat capabilities and enable a full range of mis-
sions with multiple weapons loads and configurations.

B Added funding for ANG targeting-pod spiral-upgrade kits in the
fiscal 2010 defense appropriation bill as a multiyear procurement.

F-15 Eagle

Like the F-16, the ANG F-15 Eagle fleet encounters increasingly
sophisticated threat areas throughout the world as part of Expeditionary
Air Force. The Air Guard currently operates all of the older F-15 “A/B”
models in the Air Force inventory.
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NGAUS urges Congress to support:

Procuring the Active Electronically Scanned Array radar for ANG F-
15 units.

Procuring the Very High Speed Integrated Circuitry Computer Plus.
Procuring an advanced radar warning receiver.

Procuring the helmet-mounted cueing system.

Procuring an infrared search-and-track system.

Procuring the embedded GPS/INS.

Procuring engine upgrade kits (F100-PW-220F).

Ensuring funding and manpower for all new weapons-system

mission areas and mission enchancements. Manpower levels
should be determined by a viable and recognized study method-

ology.

A-10 Thunderbolt Il

The A-10 Thunderbolt Il'is scheduled to remain part of the fighter force
structure through 2028, but to remain effective and survivable on the
modern digital battlefield, key systems have to be upgraded and the
basic airframe must be maintained.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

Restoring engine-upgrade funding to the engine replacement pro-
gram.

Outfitting ANG A-10 units with a low-cost day/night helmet-
mounted cueing system.

Full funding 18/24 primary-aircraft-authorized manpower author-
izations.

Added funds for targeting pods for ANG A-10s in the fiscal 2009
defense appropriation bill.

Providing added funds for targeting-pod spiral-upgrade kits for

the ANG advanced targeting pod in the fiscal 2010 defense
appropriation bill as multiyear procurement.
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F-22 Raptor and F-35 Joint Strike Fighter

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

Continued procurement of the F-22 Raptor to reach the stated Air
Force requirement of 381 aircraft through multiyear contracts.

Introduction of the F-22 Raptor into the ANG air sovereignty mission
at strategic locations to establish a required capability to protect the
homeland against all threats originating from the air and sea.

Funds for the ANG wings selected for the F-22 mission to become
active associate wings through the TFI process in order to lever-
age efficiencies and reduce costs while sustaining successful
connectivity with America’s communities.

Ensuring all new-weapons-system mis-
sion areas and mission enchancements
are fully funded with sufficient fulltime
and traditional manpower to support,
maintain and employ these capabilities.

Funding to procure and field the F-35
Joint Strike Fighters directly to the ANG
at the same time as the active-compo-
nent Air Force.

Accelerated procurement and high-rate

production of the F-35 to overcome the aging fleet and the fight-
er “bathtub” in the upcoming years, thus ensuring continued
capability for homeland defense and support of the combatant
commanders.

Funding to procure and field the F-35 directly to the ANG concur-
rently with and proportionally to active-component fielding of this
weapon system.

Airlift and Tanker Modernization
C-130 Hercules

The ANG possesses 49 percent of the total theater airlift force structure
and is more involved in worldwide operations than ever before. The Air
Guard continues this level of support despite an aging fleet of aircraft.
Approximately 30 percent of the ANG C-130 Hercules fleet is made up
of C-130 “E” model aircraft, which, on average, are 44 years old.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

NGAUS urges Congress to support:
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B Procurement of a mid- to large-size business aircraft to replace
the C-38, which is small and outdated.

B Funding to procure additional C-40s.

B Funding new-weapons-system mission areas and enhancements
to ensure sufficient fulltime and traditional manpower to support,
maintain and employ each aircraft. Manpower levels should be
determined by a viable and recognized study methodology.

C-21A

The C-21Ais the military version of the Lear Jet 35A business jet. It is
used for light cargo and passenger. The aircraft has proven invaluable
as a bridge aircraft to keep ANG flying units intact while they wait for
new missions and systems. Without the C-21A, many units that lost
aircraft as a result of BRAC would have had greater difficulty retraining
experienced maintainers and flight crews.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Procuring more C-21As for the ANG. Some can be obtained from
the current ANG C-21A inventory if and when NGB reassigns the
aircraft from their current locations to support additional bridge
missions across the nation. (These aircraft could also be obtained
from C-21A aircraft NGB may place back in service from AMARC).

B Fund the Reduced Vertical Separation Minimums System
upgrades for ANG C-21s.

KC-135 Stratotanker

The KC-135 Stratotanker is the workhorse of the U.S. air-refueling fleet
and is critical to worldwide operations and power projection. The air-
craft, however, is old. Most ANG KC-135s, which account for more than
half of the Air Force inventory, have been in service for more than four
decades. This advancing age causes a variety of maintenance and per-
formance issues.

A new tanker is the Air Force’s No. 1 procurement priority, but a vari-
ety of widely documented acquisition problems have delayed the
process several years. Even under the best of scenarios, new tankers
will begin the process of retiring older aircraft for several years. In the
interim, many ANG KC-135s need immediate modernization to contin-
ue their contributions to current operations.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Procuring aircraft infrared countermeasure system for the ANG

Funding for acquiring additional simulators to be based at KC-135
ANG Mobility Air Forces wings.

Providing multipoint-refueling-system modifications for the ANG

Aircraft Modernization

HH-60 Pave Hawk and
HC/MC-130 CSAR Combat Talon

The ANG possesses 22 percent of the total HH-60G Pave Hawk heli-
copter combat-search-and-rescue (CSAR) force structure and 31 per-
cent of the HC/MC-130 CSAR Combat Talon tanker force structure.
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A Pennsylvania Air National Guard KC-135 Stratotanker refuels an F-15 Eagle flying a combat air patrol mission over the United States.
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Despite the small numbers and an aging aircraft fleet, ANG CSAR units
support combatant commanders in worldwide operations today more
than ever before.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Funding the 60 validated positions, allowing the ANG rescue
wings to effectively fulfill their federal and state missions.

B Funding and inclusion of all ANG HC/MC-130 aircraft in the C-130
modernization program.

B Procuring the HC-130 replacement aircraft (HC-130 recapitaliza-
tion) and spares, plus support equipment in sufficient numbers to
provide two unit type codes (UTCs) per base, while encouraging
the active-component Air Force to sup-
port TFl by creating active associate
units at ANG bases.

B Procuring HH-60 replacement aircraft
(CSAR-X) and spares, plus support
equipment in sufficient numbers to
provide two UTCs per base while
encouraging the active-component Air
Force to support TFI by creating active
associate units at ANG bases.

NGAUS urges Congress to support:

B Sufficient numbers of the C-27J Spartan, the Joint Cargo Aircraft,
to meet future mission, the Global War on Terror (GWQT), home-
land security and disaster relief requirements

B Obtaining additional C-130Js and support equipment to continue
modernizing aging C-130E/H units to meet the aforementioned
requirements.

B Procuring a modern intratheater airlift aircraft to be distributed
and fielded to the ANG concurrently with the active-component Air
Force.
